The IV Iflac Pave Peace International Conference

The Branch in Turkey of IFLAC PAVE PEACE: The International Forum for the Culture and Literature of Peace, is organizing this innovative and important conference, together with IFLAC World Center in Haifa. IFLAC is a network of international peace researchers, writers, poets, politicians, diplomats, educators, journalists and media people, peace activists, women activists, and students, working together to foster joint cooperation and understanding in the Middle East and in our global village. The conference will bring together participants from a broad range of fields, to discuss the impact of the cultural, literary, and social dimensions and elements in the development of multiculturalism with the preservation of national identity in conflicted areas, and the ways  for promoting the aspirations of paving a world beyond war. In doing so, we will explore and emulate the example of the great Turkish leader Ataturk, as well as the work of other Peace Leaders such as the late President Anwar Sadat of Egypt and the late Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin, as well as the Indian peace leader Mohatma Ghandi.  

The themes to be examined and discussed at this conference will include: From A War Culture To A Peace Culture, Conflict Resolution Through Culture and Literature, Pluralistic Cultural Identity in an Era of Globalization, Women and Peace, The Communications Revolution and its effects on Social Change, Democracy, Human Rights and Peace, The New Generation and Peace, The Importance of the Creation of a Peace Culture in the Global Media including the electronic media: TV, Satellite, Radio and the Internet, Cultural Heritage and Peace, The Inter-Religious Dialogue and the Culture of Peace, Modern Arts and Peace; Cinema, Music, Dance, Painting and Sculpture, Peace Education for All Ages, International Organizations: The United Nations, UNESCO, the European Community, and the World Bank, Inter-Cultural Tourism and Peace, Economic Globalization and Its Effects on Culture, The Dangers of the Culture of Terror and of Suicide Bombing (Shahidim) and the Possibilities of a Peace Culture As A Means to Combat it.

Some of the specific regional topics that will be discussed in the various Panels, Roundtables and Workshops are: How can Culture and Literature help to promote a permanent and lasting peace between Turkey and Greece?  Between Israel and Palestine and its other Arab neighbors? Between India and Pakistan? How Can the Problem of the Kurds Be Solved? What  Should be Done to Develop Confidence-Building  Initiatives Between Conflicted Parties? Is a World Beyond War Possible? Can IFLAC: PAVE PEACE and other NGO's  help to create a World Beyond War? Can They Influence World Governments and Global Institutions to Promote Lasting Peace in the World?
